Waterford Regional Youth Service


Woodstown Residential & Activity Centre provides high quality and affordable residential facilities for groups and organizations working with young people mainly from Waterford City, County and South Tipperary. The Centre itself is situated on the beachfront approximately seven miles from Waterford City, which makes it an ideal venue. It offers privacy and is sufficiently far away from other areas to avoid usual commercial distractions. 

The centre has accommodation for thirty-two persons, which is divided into two dormitories. Waterford Regional Youth Service runs the centre on a self-catering basis. 

Groups are responsible for supervision and leaving the centre clean and tidy on their departure. Woodstown Residential & Activity Centre is non-profit making and all proceeds from hire of the building are used to maintain and further develop the Centre.

Booking Procedure

Thank you for booking the Woodstown Residential & Activity Centre, we hope you will have an enjoyable time at the centre. To help you to prepare for your stay we have done out a list of what you will need to bring with you and what is provided at the centre.

 What You Must Bring With You

The Centre is self-catering and it is the responsibility of each group to ensure that they have everything that they need prior to arrival for their stay in the Centre. 

Each group must bring the following items with them:

· Sleeping Bags

· Pillows

· Toiletries 

· Washing up liquid & dishwasher detergent

· Tea towels

· Toilet Rolls

· Tin foil (if required)

· Cooking Oil (Please check if the deep fat fryer is empty before you purchase oil)
· All items of food and refreshment to complete your menu

· Tomato sauce, brown sauce, vinegar, coffee, tea bags.

· Sweets, crisps, chocolate (if required)

· Videos/dvd’s

· Coal, fire lighters, briquettes (if you want an open fire)

Cooking appliances

The switches for the cooker hobs, oven, deep-fat fryer and hot plate are situated above and behind each appliance. It is important that these are switched off while they are not in use. 

All foodstuffs must be removed from the ovens before a group leaves the building.

Hot Water
The hot water in the kitchen & bathrooms are operated on a timer system, which is set, all year round. 

Please do not interfere with this system.

Central Heating

The Central heating is operated on a clock-system, which is set, all year around. There is no need for any group to interfere with the clock settings. However, each group is responsible for ensuring that the switch beneath the clock is at the ‘OFF’ position before you leave the building. The clock is situated in the press beside the TV in the sitting room.

TV & Video/DVD

 The TV and Video/DVD are situated in an enclosed press in the sitting room. A key for this press is on the key ring. Groups are asked to lock this press before leaving the building.. The video channel is channel 9.

The Showers

The showers are instant hot water showers. They are switched on by pulling the cord on the switch located on the ceiling. There is a separate cord for each shower. There is a power switch on each shower unit, which must be turned off before the individual leaves the cubicle. Each draw switch should be turned off when the showers are not in use.

The Dish-washer

The switch for the dishwasher is above the appliance. This must be switched on before use. The door opens by pressing the centre of the handle. A circular metal stopper can be found inside the unit. This must be put into the sump-hole before the dishwasher is switched on. The detergent should then be sprinkled into the machine. Read the instructions to find out how much detergent you need. Close the dishwasher

Door. At this point the dishwasher must be put into action. There are four square buttons on the dishwasher. By pressing the square button on the left, the machine will start to fill. When it has filled it will begin to heat up. This will take about 20 mins. Load the delph into the washing trays and slide one tray into the machine. Close the door and press the square button third from the left. The dishwasher will then wash the dishes. The washing process should be allowed to continue for 3-5 mins. Pressing the third button from the left again stops it. Take the washed delph and load the next tray. The dishwasher must be emptied after use. Do this by pressing the square button on the left, and then switch off the main switch above and behind the appliance. Then open the door and remove the circular sump-plug. This will allow the wastewater to run out. Leave the slum-plug and trays in the dishwasher when it is not in use.

Signing In

All groups must complete a list of everybody that stays or uses the centre. This is an insurance requirement and also helps W.R.Y.S to keep track of the range and size of groups using the centre. Please use the attached form and leave in the box provided in the lobby.

Breakage’s & Faulty equipment

If you find that any item is not working, please let Jim Byrne know. Groups are requested to inform us of any breakage’s that occurred while they were in the building. This ensures that stock is replenished for groups using the Centre afterwards.

Emergency Doors

There are three emergency doors in the building, one in each dormitory and one in the reception area. These are connected to the alarm system and are for emergency use only. The alarm will ring if they are opened. To deactivate this alarm, just close the door.

Outside the building

Groups must take care of the plants and the grounds while staying at the centre. All rubbish and litter must be stowed cleanly in the wheelie-bins. Groups should not leave equipment unattended outside the building. A foot wash shower has been installed outside the building at the base of the ramp. This is for the purpose of washing sand from the feet so that it remains outside the building where possible. Leaders should ensure that all those returning from a swim use this facility.

Beach Fires

No fires are allowed on the beach.  There is a purpose built concrete area to the right of the building next to the lawn area for this purpose.  Groups should ensure that fires are supervised at all times and that the fire is thoroughly quenched before they leave the area. Groups are also responsible for removing any waste material the following day after a suitable cooling period.

Food

Food of any sort is not allowed in the dormitories for health reasons. Leaders should make sure that there are no day or nighttime snacks eaten in the sleeping areas.

Smoking

The centre is a smoke free environment.  Groups may smoke outside the building and are responsible for the safe disposal of all cigarette butts.
